WHEREAS, During the Japanese colonial and wartime occupation of Asia and

the Pacific Islands from the 1930s through the duration of World War II,

approximately 200,000 young women were coerced into  the  Comfort  Women

system of forced military prostitution; and

  WHEREAS,  On  June  16,  2012, the Comfort Women Memorial Monument was

established in the Veterans Memorial at Eisenhower Park in Westbury, New

York, to honor and commemorate the victims of the Comfort Women  system;

and

  WHEREAS,  The Memorial Monument, being the second memorial of its kind

in the United States, symbolizes suffering endured by comfort women  and

serves as a reminder of the crime against humanity committed through the

Comfort Women system; and

  WHEREAS,  It  is  the  custom  of  this  Legislative Body to recognize

historical monuments within the State of New York that  are  established

to  increase awareness of serious events that have taken place in histo-

ry; and

  WHEREAS, The United Nations reports that 2.4 million people across the

globe are victims of human trafficking at any one time, and  80  percent

of them are being exploited as sexual slaves; now, therefore, be it

  RESOLVED,  That  this  Legislative  Body pause in its deliberations to

memorialize a Memorial Monument in the State of New York that pays trib-

ute to those who have become known to the world as 'Comfort Women';  and

be it further

  RESOLVED, That copies of this Resolution, suitably engrossed, be tran-

smitted  to the Korean American Public Affairs Committee, the Kupferberg

Holocaust Resource Center and Korean American Civic Empowerment.

WHEREAS,  On  June  16th,  2012, the Comfort Women Memorial Monument was

established in Veterans Memorial at Eisenhower  Park  in  Westbury,  New

York,  donated  by the Korean American Public Affairs Committee to honor

and commemorate approximately 200,000 young  women  form  Korea,  China,

Thailand,  Vietnam, Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Australia, and

the Netherlands who were coerced into the Comfort Women System; and

  WHEREAS, The Memorial Monument, being the second memorial of its  kind

in  the United States, symbolizes suffering endured by comfort women and

serves as a reminder of the crime against humanity committed through the

Comfort Women System; and

  WHEREAS, The Government of Japan,  during  its  colonial  and  wartime

occupation  of  Asia  and the Pacific Islands from the 1930s through the

duration of World War II, officially  commissioned  the  acquisition  of

young  women  for  the sole purpose of sexual servitude  to its Imperial

Armed Forces, who became known to the world as ianfu or 'comfort women';

and

  WHEREAS, The Comfort Women System of forced military  prostitution  by

the  Government  of  Japan,  considered unprecedented in its cruelty and

magnitude, included gang rape, forced abortions, humiliation, and sexual

violence resulting in multilation, death, or eventual suicide in one  of

the largest cases of human trafficking in the 20th Century; and

  WHEREAS,  In  2007, the United States House of Representatives enacted

House Resolution 121, calling upon the Government of Japan  to  formally

apologize  in  a  clear and unequivocal manner for the sexual slavery of

'comfort women' and have this official apology given as a public  state-

ment  presented by the Prime Minister of Japan in his official capacity;

now, therefore, be it

  RESOLVED, That this Legislative Body pause  in  its  deliberations  to

commend the Korean American community for dedicating a Memorial Monument

that  pays  tribute  to  those  who  have  become  known to the world as

'comfort women'; and be it further

  RESOLVED, That this Legislative Body honor and support  comfort  women

in  their  fight  for proper acknowledgement and apology by the Japanese

government; and be it further

  RESOLVED, That this Legislative  Body  join  with  recommendations  of

House  Resolution  121  and  encourage the Japanese Government to accept

historical responsibility and educate  future  generations  about  these

crimes; and be it further

  RESOLVED, That copies of this Resolution, suitably engrossed, be tran-

smitted  to the Consul General of Japan in New York, the Korean American

Public Affairs Committee, and the Kupferberg Holocaust Resource Center
